Following changes have been done in this release.
Enhancements

· Strip Report’s Y-Line default value now is 0 feet, previously 150 feet.

· Feature Boundaries now includes county line for same county the crash occurred in.
· All searches using TEAAS client are made non case sensitive.
· Intersection Analysis Report and Strip Analysis Report can be searched using the PH (Potentially Hazardous Area) field.
· TEAAS UAT Download website’s label has been changed to indicate that it is not the production TEAAS client. “This version of TEAAS is intended for User Testing Only, and does not contain production data” will appear in red next to the download link.

Bugs

· Street Name Exception now only looks up exceptions in un-mileposted crashes.
· The current program that generates BI data now includes crashes that occur at midnight on the initial date the program starts.
· Automatic conversion to uppercase of boundary ID when a new boundary is created.

· Ciphers SSL_RSA_WITH_RC4_128_MD5 & SSL_RSA_WITH_RC4_128_SHA no longer supported.
