TEAAS 6.00.0000 Release Notes

1. TEAAS does not currently allow for speed zones or other ordinances on ramps to be entered into the ordinance system as they may be identified as overlaps during the mileposting phase. The Ramp Flag was added so that overlap checks will not be performed on any location indicated as a ramp. 
2. TEAAS does not currently offer the versatility to search for multiple ordinances using ordinance numbers. Also, effective dates and state approvals must be made manually on individual ordinances. The capability to import lists of ordinances was added to aid in searching and updating them. The Effective Date, Repeal Date, State Approval and State Repeal can now be done on up to 2000 orddinances at one time.
3. Added the capability to Search by City in the Ordinance Application.
4. Functionality was added to the ordinance screen that will allow a municipal certificate to be generated once an ordinance occurring within a municipality has been added to the system and has division and/or region approval.

5. A new Ordinance Administrator role was created that has the ability to remove repeal dates and state approvals.
6. Added the ability to Electronically Repeal Ordinances. This enhancement benefits the division and regional traffic engineering offices by reducing ordinance-related paperwork and the central traffic engineering office by being able to repeal existing ordinances, especially the ones causing overlap issues, at the same time the new ordinances are requested by the divisions and regions.
7. Change the following TEAAS reports such that only completed crash reports are included: Fiche Report, Strip Analysis Report, Intersection Analysis Report, City Wide Accident Report, County Wide Accident Report and Sliding Scale.

8. Fixed a problem that occurred when modifying intersections with a negative Intersecting Route Milepost Number
9. Removed the exclusion of PP and PVA crashes from all City-wide and County-wide reports in TEAAS.
