TRCS 1.1.0 Release Notes

1. Transfer Crash Reports To Disk and Get Crash Reports From Disk utilities have been added under the menu Tools, NC DOT-DMV Utilities.  This allows users to move their crash reports from one machine to another.

2. New installation will have defaults.udf placed in the Users subdirectory and will contain the following changes:

· Driver and Person DOB field’s century value is set to 19

· TraCS Toolbar and Databar set to non-expert mode

· Navigation tree is set to display on the left hand side of the screen

3. NCCRF Form Changes:

· Crash Data group’s Patrol Area has been expanded to hold 5 positions

· Crash Data – Location group’s Number of Lanes field can only have values 0-99

· When the Crash Data – Location group’s On, Toward, or From - Road Class value is set to RP, clear and disable the corresponding Road Type field

· Unit – Driver group’s Driver Age field updates when Driver Date of Birth or Crash Data group’s Accident Date changes

· Unit – Driver group’s DL Number field length is increased to 25 characters, to accommodate out of state license numbers

· Unit – Vehicle group’s License Plate Year is not a required field

· Unit – Vehicle group’s Point of Contact values will be validated based on Unit Type and Vehicle Style

· Crash Data – Location group’s Crash Occurred field edit rules are changed

· If a zero value is entered, it will be displayed on the screen for the following fields in Unit – Vehicle group:

· Authorized Speed Limit

· Estimate of Original Traveling Speed

· Estimate of Speed at Impact 

· Tire Impressions Before Impact

· Distance Traveled After Impact

· Input databars function in the same way under the following fields:

· Unit – Driver Last Name

· Unit – Owner Last Name

· Unit – Carrier Name

· Person Last Name

· Property Damage Last Name

· Witness Last Name

· Violation Last Name

4. Easy Street Draw has new images for Railroad Car and Golf Cart. In the Pilot release, the application was not responding when attempting to use Railroad Car image.

5. Installer has been changed to handle the upgrades from the previous versions of the software.  Upgrade Install does not overwrite NCCRF_01_FORM.ini, Users.mdb and Defaults.udf.

6. Win XP Pro TraCS User was having problems without OS Admin authority. An OS admin installs the TraCS and the related software.  While using TraCS with admin logged into the OS, the application works fine.  When a user logs into the OS without the Admin authority, gets the error: Access to an unnamed file denied.  This has been corrected.

7. Enabled Defaults Editor in the TraCS Utilities.  This allows the Users of any Access Level to customize the TraCS software through the use of Default Settings.  Agency Administrators can use this to set Agency level defaults.  For further information, refer to TraCS online Help section “Welcome - User Preferences and Default Settings - Editing the Default Settings”.
