TRCS 2.0.0 Release Notes

TRCS 2.0.0 enhances the application by providing external login, automates user maintenance, facilitates supplemental reporting, retrieves insurance information, and edits for person group.

Listed below are the Release 2.0.0 changes:

1. External Login feature has been added to allow users to be validated by the TRCS server and retrieve user information for a local login.  This eliminates the need for copying of Users file.  This also allows the users to change their passwords that will be transmitted to the TRCS server.

2. Insurance Carrier and Policy Number fields are retrieved and displayed on the NCCRF form by the Vehicle Search function.

3. Person group edit has been added to ensure that if a crash report involves a Vehicle, Pedestrian or Commercial Motor Vehicle, a person group for that unit exists within the NCCRF form.

4. Additional validations have been added to ensure correct entry of crash report information.

5. Supplemental Report functionality provides the ability to download a TraCS generated crash report from the server using the DMV Crash ID.  This allows users to create a supplemental report if the original report has been deleted locally.

6. Automated User Maintenance will allow the Agency Administrators to Send the modified user information to the TRCS Server, replacing the current process of sending the users file to the support team.

7. Reset User Password functionality has been added to allow Agency Administrators to reset a user password on the TRCS server.

8. Data Extraction functionality allows System Administrators to retrieve all of their agency’s transmitted TraCS reports from the TRCS Server to a local file system, or a local database.

9. Database fields have been added to track the movement of TraCS crash reports.
