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The following is a brief description of the new features in TRCS 4.1.0 release.

Modifications included in this release:

· Added a check box that would enable a user to specify Non-Motorist Contributing Circumstances for Unit Type O (Other). 
· The field labeled “Is there insurance on the vehicle?” was changed to a combo box that will contain the following values: YES,NO and UNKNOWN.   If the Unit Type is H (Hit and Run), the default value will be UNKNOWN. If the Unit Type is P (Pedestrian), the combo box will be disabled and  the default value will be an empty string.  For all other Unit Types, the default value will be NO.  TRCS will display a warning message during validation when UNKNOWN is selected and Unit Type is V or C.
· The field lengths for the fields labeled Tire Impressions Before Impact and Distance Travelled After Impact will be increased allow 7 characters and a maximum value of 9999.99.
· Added the ability to enter duplicate events in the Crash Sequence of Harmful Events.
· The maximum length for the Overwidth Permit# field will be increased from 9 to 11 and allow the use of alphanumeric characters.
· Added UNK - Unknown to the TAD1 list.  UNK can be selected only in the TAD1 field.  If the user selects or changes an existing value to UNK - Unknown, the remaining TAD, Severity Rating, and Estimated Damage fields are cleared and disabled.  If the user changes an existing TAD field with value UNK – Unknown to another value, the Severity field associated with this TAD will be enabled.
· Added P - BYPASSS Code for Road Type.   The Connector Road Type has been removed.  Validation rules have changed so that B – BUSINESS road type can only be used for Interstate Road Class. A - ALTERNATE,B - BUSINESS and P – BYPASS Road Types can only be used for US or NC Road Class.  The following 3 letter codes will be printed on the DMV-349 form: ALT for A, BUS for B and BYP for P.
· The following Road Classes have been removed from the Road Class list: RU and RP.  SR Road Class should be used instead.   Existing data will be converted from RU or RP to SR.

· The city of Fletcher in Buncombe County was added to the TraCS cities list.

· The Validation rules for the Longitude and Latitude fields have been changed.  They will accept only numeric values for latitude and longitude, and limit the values to the following range: -99999.999999 to 99999.999999.  If the values are non-numeric or outside the range -99999.999999 to 99999.999999, an error message will be displayed.  If the user enters values for longitude and latitude that are numeric and inside the range -99999.999999 to 99999.99999, but outside of the ranges normally used for locations within NC, a warning message will be displayed.  These are the values normally used in NC.  Longitude values between -84.316667 (-84 degrees, 19 minutes) AND -75.466667 (-75 degrees, 28 minutes) and Latitude values between 33.833333 (33 degrees, 50 minutes) AND 36.583333 (36 degrees, 35 minutes).
· A special Local Use ID format for Durham PD was added

· Patrol Area field has been increased in size from 2 to 5.
· An error fixed that will now allow Driver Contributing Circumstances 2 & 3 for Unit Type O (Other) to be save to the TraCS database.
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
