TRCS 2.2.0 Release Notes

TRCS 2.2.0 contains fixes to issues identified since the previous TRCS releases.   The fixes involved are Server Side fixes only.

Listed below is the Release 2.2.0 fix:

1. Disable deleting of agadmin id.  In certain situations, an agency administrator could delete a user id belonging to a different agency.  This has been corrected.

2. Allow the agency administrators to change the badge numbers.  Currently if the agency administrator changes the badge number a new userid is created.  A new userid will be created only if both badgenumber and the name change at the same time.  This allows the agency administrator to change the badgenumber or the name in separate send and receive users transactions.

3. Remove DMV data from TRCS data retrieval process.  Crash ID will not be returned.

4. The DMV-349 images will be created based on TraCS data entered by the Reporters.  Currently the image is created after the DMV Crash Server has processed the report, resulting in discrepancies between the data on the TraCS report and the DMV-349.  This has been corrected.
