TRCS 9.02.0000 Release Notes

The following is a brief description of the new features and corrections in the TRCS 9.02.0000 release.

Modifications included in this release:

· TraCS form validation was updated to throw an error when an unsupported diagram type is used.
· TraCS form validation logic was updated to produce an error message for a longitude value that is out of range. The longitude range for locations within NC has been updated to be between -84.321822 and -75.459654.

· TraCS form validation logic was updated to produce an error message for a latitude value that is out of range. Another error message will be thrown when the latitude is not a numeric value. The latitude range for locations within NC has been updated to be between 33.841594 and 36.588137.
· TraCS form longitude and latitude fields have been updated to only allow entering of numeric, period, comma, negative and positive signs.
· TraCS features the ability to export the driver exchange information in PDF format.  The report was updated to display the correct contact information address.
· TraCS server side processing has been updated.
· TraCS form validation for images has been updated. ESD diagrams are supported and TraCS diagrams are allowed, but discouraged.
· HTTP Strict Transport Security (HSTS) is a policy mechanism that helps to protect websites from man in the middle attacks. The TraCS server was updated to direct the browser to use HTTPS connections when HTTP connections are requested, making for a more secure communication.

· TraCS form validation was updated to reject reports with no selection of the at or from indicator.  
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
